Projects 

PlantaSon Drive Median Project 

 1. Review and discussion of the three median landscape opSons presented by Elena Hebert Landscape   
  designs. CAC members agreed on some modificaSons  to the version 1 plan to be discussed with Elena. A 
  moSon was made by Brenda Hall to recommend the modified version 1 to the town council and was   
  seconded by Donna Perry.  A vote was taken and approval was unanimous. 

CAC Sidewalk Gardens, Raised Bed Garden, and Veteran’s Memorial Garden  

1. Sidewalk gardens and raised bed gardens are doing well except for one which the deer have destroyed. 
This will be replanted with deer resistant plants. Maintenance will be assigned to commi[ee members or 
volunteers on a monthly basis. Donna will prepare a weekly maintenance schedule
